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CLUB HELPS RAISE MENS CANCER CASH

Wigan Rotary Club President Terry Hogan was recently delighted to present a cheque for £4000 to the Wigan based Men Matter Appeal Chairman Bernard Edmunds as the proceeds from last years RUN 4 A LIFE.

The five kilometer event now in its tenth year is open to everyone, and has so far raised over £80,000.00 for men’s cancer research.  Bernard Edmunds thanked Wigan Rotary Club for the donation and said ‘ this money will help us to continue funding men’s cancer research at The Christie Hospital, which is of course well known to Wigan folk, and is one of the leading cancer hospitals.’

Terry Hogan continued ‘I’d like to say a big thank you to everyone who took part their sponsors, plus Wigan Athletic, DW Stadium, ASDA Depot Marus Bridge and the Wigan Press for the coverage they gave us.’

Men Matter Appeal want everyone to spread the word to all men about the importance of early detection of all men’s cancers. Over 2000 young men are affected by testicular cancer each year and prostate cancer kills one man every hour, but is only 20th in the league table of research funding even though it has a similar death rate as breast cancer.
