16-year-old Rory Brand and his sister Holly have entered the Wigan Rotary RUN 4 A LIFE event to help raise money for men’s cancer research.

The first recipient of the Jimmy Higham scholarship, Rory who has just left Standish High School, will start at the prestigious Wellington College, Berkshire in September. Jimmy, also a former pupil of Standish High, tragically died from testicular cancer aged 26 in 2011, was a teacher at the college, and his father Colin set up the bursary to help pay for a student to study at the college.

Rory’s dad Eric explained ‘ Rory is only able to benefit as a result of the tragic death of Jimmy, and we can only imagine what the Higham family must have gone through. If we can raise a bit of money to help pay for more research we feel it’s the least we can do. I hope many other people will join us.’

Wigan Rotary’s President Terry Hogan said ‘ What a great attitude from the Brand family. I hope many more families follow their lead and enter the event. Testicular cancer affects mainly young men in their prime of life.’
