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I was talking to one of my landlords the other day – she manages her own properties. She had been taking some flak from one of her tenants lately – regular phone calls, grumbles about this, grumbles about that. So she decided to come in and see me for advice about serving notice so she could bring the tenancy to an end.
I told her that I would be more than happy to serve notice (for a very small fee) – there was a break clause in the tenancy agreement so we could end it in just over 2 months. No problem at all……….except the tenants won’t be very happy! And what then if we can’t find another tenant straight away? Don’t forget that the summer holidays are looming, applicants will be sunning themselves beside the pool … so who on earth would prefer to go trudging around looking at properties, haggling with agents over offers, preparing to move house, when a well earnt summer holiday sounds much more desirable option! Oh, I said to her…… don’t forget the re-letting fee also!
So I asked her why she really wanted to dislodge these tenants, and the answer ……..it was becoming far too much hassle for her. Yes ……..they always pay their rent on time, they look after their house no problem, but they phone her up too much! I’m too busy for all this she said!
I’ve a better idea I said….let me take the strain and manage it for you. She’s a long standing client, I will offer her competitive fee rates especially as we could take on all her properties, and she doesn’t have any of the risk attached with ending this tenancy and having to start another. And who is to say the next tenants won’t be the same as the current ones? She won’t know if we are managing!
It’s a good thing to re-evaluate your options, keep an eye on what is on offer, and make sure you are doing what you really want to do in your life. Sometimes personal circumstances change, however, your responsibility for the properties won’t go away and sometimes nor will the hassle.
